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The purpose of the Athletic Code of Conduct is to combine the importance of academic excellence, citizenship, and sportsmanship, with the values of competition offered by interscholastic athletics. The Athletic Code of Conduct will apply to those situations not covered by the Student Code of Conduct of Lincoln Park High School.

When a student becomes a member of the athletic program they must understand that they are accepting certain specific obligations and responsibilities.

1. All rules and regulations of the Michigan High School Athletic Association are administered and enforced by Lincoln Park High School.

2. No athlete will participate in any sport while they owe any student debts.

3. Student Athletes represent the high school at all times. Athletes will conduct themselves appropriately at all situations. The coach may establish dress requirements.

4. When an athlete is absent from school unexcused they are not allowed to practice or participate in a game. Excused absences are to be determined by the Athletic Director and coach.

5. It is vital that athletes attend all scheduled practices and games. Three consecutive unexcused absences from practice is cause for removal from the team. Five unexcused practices during the season will be cause for removal from the team.

6. Athletes will travel with the team to and from games. Athletes will remain with their squad under coach’s supervision at all times.

7. All equipment must be returned to the coach at the end of the sport season. Athletes will pay for all lost equipment, and will be restricted from participating in any other extra-curricular activity until this obligation has been cleared. Final grades and cap and gowns and all team awards will be withheld until equipment obligation has been met. 

8. An athlete that quits or is removed from one team may not participate on another sport team in the same season, or attend any other athletic team conditioning or practice until that current season is over.

9. Completion of the entire sport season in good standing is required for an athlete to be eligible for a letter or other team award. Varsity letters will be awarded on the recommendation of the coach.

10. Use of any form of tobacco is prohibited. School related violations would be covered by the student code of conduct. Infractions that occur outside school will be handled as follows:

1st offense: Suspended for 7 calendar days from competition.

2nd offense: Suspended for 14 calendar days from competition.

3rd offense: Suspended for 1 calendar year from competition.

11. Use of Drugs/Alcohol is prohibited. School related violations would be covered    by the student code of conduct. Infractions that occur outside school will be handled as follows.

1st offense: Suspended for 14 days. Athlete will attend a substance abuse clinic before re-gaining eligibility.

2nd offense: Suspended for 35 calendar days of competition, athletes must attend drug abuse counseling. Documentation required.

3rd offense: Removal from all athletic competition for one calendar year. Re-entry into athletic program upon completion of substance abuse program will be considered.





Athletic Academic Eligibility

The Lincoln Park school district believes that participation in athletics is a privilege. We believe in the concept of the Student Athlete with the emphasis on student. All athletes will meet MHSAA state requirements. 

Student Athletes will also maintain a 2.0 from the previous trimester or maintain a cumulative 2.0 to be able to participate in athletics for Lincoln Park High School. Students who fail to meet these requirements will be ineligible until the next trimester.

Any additional circumstances that are not covered in the boundaries of the athletic code of conduct will be dealt with individually by the athletic director and school administrators on a case-by-case basis.
